The workshop focused on the 
work being done at the Catlins to develop virtual links 
between students and industry training programmes that 
underpinned the virtual school application. The workshop, 
delivered to a packed seminar room of both New Zealand 
and overseas delegates, was extremely well received.  As 
part of our partnership with the ATTTO, Mr Jon will be 
next week travelling with ATTTO representatives 
delivering talks on eLearning at major centres around New 
Zealand.

Environmental News 
The monthly presentation of the South Otago Branch of 
Forest & Bird will be held on Monday 23 November at the 
St Andrews Church hall at 8:00 pm. Speaker will be Barry 
Lawrence of DOC in Queenstown who will talk on 
“Chasing Bats Blind : radio signals from the head of the 
lake.”  DOC has a project to study and protect the long 
tailed bats which are resident in the Routeburn and Dart 
rivers at the head of Lake Wakatipu. Predator control 
operations are underway and monitoring of roost colonies 
is being undertaken. Barry will talk about the monitoring 
of the long tailed bats where they are fitted with radio 
transmitters and roosts located in beech trees and then 
numbers are counted when they emerge at dusk for their 
nocturnal feeding. Few people have seen, or know of, NZ’s 
only land mammals, the long and short tailed bats, so you 
are welcome to come and hear this interesting conservation 
story
